The voyage
begins at 7am on the first day and ends
at 11am on the final day.

We advise booking the Garuda flight
that typically departs Jakarta at 12:30am.

Sorong port to Friwinbonda Island in the
Dampier Strait.

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EXTEND YOUR
TRIP

We recommend a minimum of 7 nights.
However, Raja Ampat National Park can
easily be explored over 14 nights. It's one
of the world's last frontiers - if you have
time, we advise extending your trip.

+2 NIGHTS

Allocate some extra time to view more
marine wildlife as The Bird’'s Head
Peninsula is considered the most diverse

marine wildlife location in the world.

+4 NIGHTS

Cruise to Misool to witness the best soft
coral gardens and most abundant reef
life in the world, and also home to 3,000
year old rock art.

+6 NIGHTS
Take time to cruise the whole of the final
frontier and its marine protected areas.
